We can concern 
ourselves with a million things that 
don’t matter and fail to do the 
things that do matter. This is why 

the imagery of bearing the cross is 
so important. The image of carrying 
the cross is meant to say this: you 
now have a mission. You have been 
claimed by someone else. You 
don’t have time to worry about 
what other people are doing. You 
would do what Jesus is calling you 
to do. 
 
You are a member of Good 
Shepherd Church, we are the body 
of Christ. Each of us is carrying the 
mission of this church. Come and 
join us for the mission. We are in a 
relationship with God and share 
God’s love with others, it will 
affect how our church is reflected, 
especially through our works or 
actions. Together, let’s us do the 
mission for God.
