“6 But Godliness with contentment is great gain. 7 For we 
brought nothing into the world, and we can take nothing 
out of it. 8 But if we have food and clothing, we will be 
content with that.” 

1 Timothy 6:6-8 
 

Satisfied 
Contentment is an internal attitude, a completely 
independent thought that is not influenced by any external 
sources. If you have a few dollars in your hand and 
complain that it is not enough, when you have thousands 
in your bank account, you will still feel that you don’t have 
enough. 
 
Who is the rich man? He who is satisfied with his 
destiny...As a Christian we must realize that the secret of 
contentment does not lie in the material possessions but in 
our own perspective of life. 
 
The happiness of contentment is when you care for others’ 
concerns and have fellowship with them. All things in the 
world do not satisfy us if we do not care about others and  
love them. 
 
 

Caring 
Caring and reaching out to help others is an attitude that 
the rich or the poor can practice because gratification and 
fulfillment are followed. 
 
If a poor person is selfish, he will be selfish even when he 
becomes rich. Giving is a more precious and generous way 
than the things you give. God judges a person according to 
his heart and a way of life, not according to his 
accomplishments. 
 
For those who think that they are too poor, too 
problematic and too busy, let them look at Jesus Christ. 
Behold, our Savior entered into the world, He chose to be 
a poor man, but He keeps giving. 
 
Moreover, as Christians we not only have His footprints in 
front of us, but we also have Christ Himself, through the 
person of the Holy Spirit, dwelling in us, and by the power 
that touches us, can greatly exceed everything we ask and 
think. There will be a time in your life when money goes 
out of the house, just like a flock of bees running away 
from beehive every morning. 
 
But the bees, when leaving their nest, they left behind the 
sweet drink, honey from the sweetness of the flowers they 
brought back the day before, but when the money goes 
out of the house, it didn’t leave us any good, rather than 
the bitter nature of a troubled heart. 
 
During Thanksgiving season, the Christian’s thankfulness 
attitude reminds us to live up to the true meaning of our 
gratitude to God with the attitude of satisfaction and care 
for others with love.
